· Industry Chat – Chief Ehrmantraut was invited to speak with the healthcare careers class at Central High School about the profession of EMS.
· Red Cross Blood Drive – The District hosted a blood drive that collected 21 units of blood which was greater than the 19 unit goal.
· EMS Drill – Engineer Wells and FF Alvarez have identified areas for improvement for our members during cardiac arrest calls. They have offered to design and teach a multi-part series to work on these improvements and increase our effectiveness on these types of calls.
